Portfolios were started for all children recording objectives, planning, special occasions and observations. 

Our  first  visit from Healthy Harold with a focus on road safety rescheduled  Tuesday 30th March was very popular and educat ional.

Children have developed good self help skills and excellent hand washing techniques with the older children having mastered u npacking and 

packing their own bags ( a school readiness skill) 

Children developed an understanding of the rules that keep us safe  including dog safety, playground safety and fire safety. The children feel safe 

and secure in following the Preschool routine and a sense of belonging and responsibility to care for the Preschool environment, helping to pack 

up and care for the Preschool pets and garden and each other.   

Educators will attend staff development during the term break. During the term break educators will attend a planning and ref lection day.  

Almost all of the children have shared their favourite things building confidence and a strong sense of identity and formed f riendships.

We encourage the children to unpack and pack and carry their 

own bags so lunch boxes need to fit easily into your childõs bagñlunch boxes 

should be non insulated and lunch and morning tea put preferably in one            

container. Please look at the size of your childõs bag and make sure there is           

adequate room with the bag being a suitable size for them to carry.   Also sneakers, 

covered shoes or riding boots are best for physically active play. Gum boots can be 

difficult for  running and climbing.
